


Hants and Dorset Leyland National’s - Subsequent Information





Vehicles with fleet numbers 3601 - 3751 delivered new to Hants and Dorset Motor Services Ltd. plus 3600 subsequently acquired. Hants and Dorset was split into smaller units from1-4-83 for which this fleet of vehicles operated.





Prefix Key : H = Hampshire Bus subsequently Stagecoach South trading as Hampshire Bus  P = Provincial subsequently First Provincial subsequently First Hampshire trading as Provincial and then purely as First.  W = Wilts and Dorset. Where a Hampshire Bus vehicle became a Musterphantom Ltd trading as Solent Blue Line vehicle as a result of the sale of the Southampton operations from 4-10-87 mention is made in the text. 





Fleet Numbering : This varied within the subsequent fleets with Hampshire Bus dropping the 3000 prefix from 12-88 and changing  to a below 200 series matching registration numbers as near as possible from 11-95. Vehicles subsequently serving with Solent Blue Line were allocated fleet numbers in a 200 series which weren’t carried relating to digits of their registration number but were renumbered into a 400 series 4-88 losing any resemblance to their original identification. Wilts and Dorset changed the 3000 prefix to a 4000 prefix on vehicles allocated to low mileage status and started a 5000 series for those transferred to its Hants and Dorset Motor Services Ltd trading as Damory Coaches subsidiary. Provincial allocated fleet numbers in a below 100 series and then added a 300 prefix if the vehicle was allocated to Portsmouth area operations again losing any resemblance to original identification.

Additional Detail





In addition to the vehicles recorded as sold to Solent Blue Line from 4-10-87 3620, 3622, 3623, 3624, and 3666 went on loan until officially 3-1-88 although some physically returned to Hampshire Bus earlier. Bristol VR’s 3442 -3447, 3452 and Leyland Leopard / Plaxton 3061 and 3063 were also loaned or leased for the same period.





It should be noted that six other vehicles allocated fleet numbers 3752 to 3757 were listed on paper only and not operated. These were a paper exchange for 3715 and 3733 to 3737 which operated on Bristol Omnibus Company legal lettering from 10-79 and Badgerline Ltd from 1-86 on formation of that company from Bristol Omnibus.
