


Hants and Dorset Bristol / ECW VR’s - Subsequent Information





Vehicles with fleet numbers 3301 - 3456 delivered originally to Hants and Dorset Motor Services Ltd. Vehicles served with subsequent companies as a result of the breaking up of Hants and Dorset into smaller units at 1-4-83.





Prefix Key : H = Hampshire Bus subsequently became Stagecoach South trading as Hampshire Bus.  W = Wilts and Dorset. Where a Hampshire Bus vehicle became a Musterphantom Ltd trading as Solent Blue Line vehicle as a result of the sale of Southampton and Eastleigh operations 4-10-87 mention is made in the text.





Fleet Numbering : This varied within the subsequent fleets with Hampshire Bus dropping the 3000 prefix from 12-88 and adding a 7000 prefix to the few remaining original 3300 series from 11-95 and to 3438 from 2-98. This was to identify older vehicles and make way for new Olympians to be numbered in the 300 series. Vehicles subsequently serving with Solent Blue Line were allocated fleet numbers below 100  bearing some resemblance to the digits of their registration numbers. Wilts and Dorset changed the 3000 prefix to a 4000 prefix on vehicles allocated to low mileage status and allocated a 5000 prefix to vehicles transferred to its Hants and Dorset Motor Services Ltd trading as Damory Coaches subsidiary.
